Nitrate Treatment Project and Well Rehabilitation — Design, purchase and install nitrate treatment
systems on two wells—Paramount Well #19 and Hollister Well #6.

Standby Power at all wells of 1,000 GPM or Larger — The City currently has stand-by power at
Kinser and Hatch and Moffett wells. The objective is to have stand-by power at all City wells greater
than 1,000 GPM and any new well as it is developed.

Larger Stand-by Power at Blaker Reservoir — The current stand-by unit at Blaker Reservoir is
capable of powering 2 of the 6 booster pumps. The existing stand-by power unit needs to be replaced
with one capable of running 4 booster pumps or a second unit added that will power 2 additional
booster pumps.

Crows Landing (Flea Market) and Ceres Lions Park Wells — Add a 650 - 725 GPM well as back-
up in case one of the City’s existing wells breaks down. The flea market on Hackett and Crows
Landing is required to install a well for fire protection. The City has conditioned the development
that the water from the well be tested for drinking water quality. If the well meets the standards or
can be treated at a reasonable price, the Market must construct the well and dedicate it to the City.
The City will then complete the work to connect the well to the City system. For Ceres Lions Park,
we will add a 650 GPM well in addition to the irrigation well to supplement water supply and
pressure in that area.

Central Avenue Well Site — Well originally installed in the late 1980°s was not put into the system
due to manganese level being at about the Maximum Contaminant Level. Recent attention has been
placed on activating the well site and treating for the manganese contamination. Need to complete
environmental review and hold neighborhood meetings prior to the start of work.

2008 Water Project — Involves the installation of 8” and 10” water mains on Fourth Street from
Magnolia to Whitmore, Herndon Road from Grandview to 500° north and Central Avenue from
Hatch Road to Nadine Avenue. All proposed construction is to close loops or eliminate water mains
that have been a maintenance problem.

Waste Water Treatment Plant head works expansion — To be completed in conjunction with the
start of construction for the Copper Trails Master Plan Area.

Service Road Sewer Trunk Main — Involves the installation of a 36” and 30” sewer main along
Service Road from the Service/Central intersection to the Moffett/Service intersection. The line will
then head south to a point approximately 700’ south of Service Road then turn and continue east
along a variable alignment to a point on Moore Road east of the Ceres Main Canal.

Lagoon Cleaning Project — Percolation ponds need to be dredged out to improve treatment system.
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10) Eastgate North Neighborhood Park (10 AC) — Acquire and construct a second park in the Eastgate
neighborhood.

11) Ceres Lions Neighborhood Park — This project is pending City Council adoption of the Capital
Improvement Program (CIP) and capital project prioritization. The project will require a new
contract for amendment to the design. Neighborhood meetings will be required as a part of the plan
amendment process for access, amenity location and detention pond location.

12) Renovation of Rotary Grove at Smyrna Park — With assistance of Ceres Rotary Club, renovations
will include new color concrete, irrigation system, turf, picnic tables, benches, trees and two shade
structures. The project will be completed over a three-year period. Ceres Rotary will donate $10,000
per year.

13) Costa Fields Renovation Project — The concession stand/announcer’s booth and rest room facilities
need to be replaced and other items updated.

14) Whitmore Overpass — The replacement of existing overpass with a 4-lane structure and modification
of local roads to accommodate the new structure. At completion, Whitmore will be 4 lanes from
Mitchell to Blaker. The Whitmore overpass will remain open as a 2-lane road throughout
construction.

15) Mitchell Road Interchange — The Mitchell/Service/SR 99 project consists of two phases. The first
will replace the Service over crossing with a full interchange including ramps for all directions. The
existing northbound off- and southbound on-ramps from Mitchell will remain. The second phase,
which will be constructed years after the first phase is complete, will connect Mitchell Road under
SR99 and the railroad tracks to an extension of Grayson Road.

16) Hatch Road Overlay Project — Involves the asphalt overlay and partial reconstruction of Hatch
Road from Central Avenue to Boothe Road.

17) Whitmore Overpass Utility Relocations — Involves the relocation of the existing water and sewer
mains in the area of the overpass construction.

18) Morgan Road Storm Drain Project — Involves the installation of 24” storm drain on Morgan Road
from Hackett Road to Tranquil Lane. This project will divert the storm drain discharge from
Strawberry Park to lift station at Tranquil Lane that serves Brown Estates. This system will also be
connected t the Rader Estates and Serenity Estates subdivisions to relieve local flooding problems.

19) Community Center — Construction of the 25,000 square foot center at Magnolia and Third is
underway.

COMMERCIAL/INDUSTRIAL PROJECTS

20) Ceres West Specific Plan - The City is proactively focusing on an area west of Crows Landing
Road, south of Whitmore Ave. to develop a Master Plan for future industrial uses.
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RESIDENTIAL PROJECTS

21) Copper Trails Master Plan and Annexation — A Master Plan area of approx. 175 acres south of
Service Road, west of Central Ave., which includes the recently opened Central Valley High School,
approx. 740 homes in the low, medium, and high density residential ranges, two parks, and extensive
pedestrian and trail corridors throughout.

22) Maple Glen Master Plan and Annexation — A second Master Plan and Annexation area directly
east of the Copper Trails Master Plan contains approximately 188 acres and 910 homes in the low,
medium, and high density residential ranges.

23) Collins Road Island Annexation — 111 +/- acres north of Service Road both east and west. City is
in the process of evaluating the feasibility of annexing this County unincorporated island.

24) Stonum Road/Walnut Manor Island Annexation — Stonum Road is 3.94 +/- acres north of Hatch
Road and west of Stonum Road. Walnut Manor is 45.3 +/- acres north of Hatch Road, west on
Central Avenue and east to Wallin Avenue. City is in the process of evaluating the feasibility of
annexing this County unincorporated island.

OTHER PROJECTS

TID Surface Water Project Agreement— Proposal by the Turlock Irrigation District to construct a water
treatment facility on the Tuolumne River near Fox Grove, including a distribution system so that
treated surface water may be delivered to local agencies in the Turlock Basin. The City of Ceres has
requested 10 MGD.

Housing Element — The City is in the process of updating the Housing Element, as required by law, for
completion in mid 20009.

County Island Annexations — The City is evaluating the feasibility of annexing three County
unincorporated islands. The largest area is the Collins-Estate neighborhood consisting of 111 acres of
developed residential and industrial properties located immediately west of Hwy 99 and north of
Service Road. The other two islands are adjacent to each other north of Hatch Road and encompass
approximately 64 acres of residential property.

CRA Downtown Revitalization Plan — Strategic Plan for the downtown with the anticipated
deliverables to include: land use, market, traffic, parking, circulation, infrastructure, existing
conditions, and key opportunity sites analyses, development standards and guidelines, implementation
and financing plans, Specific Plan, and EIR.

BEGIN Housing Grant — The City of Ceres was awarded a $600,000 grant for First Time Home Buyer
down payment assistance in partnership with Envision Homes (The Terrace). Ceres won the
competitive grant by providing regulatory relief to the subdivision, assisting in the development of
affordable housing.

Housing Rehabilitation Program Guidelines — The City of Ceres currently has four sources of funding
for housing rehabilitation (CDBG Program Income, HOME Consortia allocations, and Ceres
Redevelopment Agency / Stanislaus-Ceres Redevelopment Commission Low-Moderate Income
Housing funds). The Housing Authority of the County of Stanislaus is under contract to administer
the program.
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Farm Worker Rehabilitation Project — The City of Ceres has committed $300,000 of HOME and CRA
funds as a match to Housing Authority financing of 54 units of a 104 unit farm worker housing
project.

Whitmore House CIP — Coordinate the renovation of the House with expert architectural assistance.

Water Rate Study — The City is working with West Yost Engineers to update the water rate schedule.
This will include setting new metered rates for industrial and commercial users, new flat rates for
residential users and adoption of a metered rate schedule that can be used when meters have been
installed in future years in accordance with state requirements.

Sewer Rate Study — involves adjusting the sewer rates for sewer connections and for monthly charges for
existing services.
